· Practice balls will be provided.  PLEASE DO NOT BRING YOUR OWN!
· The team listed first will be the home team.

· Each team is asked to provide one (1) quality linesperson.

· Each team will be assigned a classroom to keep your items.  

· Admission is free for parents and spectators and concessions will be available.

· A hospitality room will be provided for coaches, administrators, and bus drivers.

· A plaque will be awarded to the winning team.

Following the tournament will be the All-Tournament Team Awards Presentation
An All-Tournament Team will be selected as follows:

The 4th and 5th and place teams will receive one (1) selection.  
The 2nd and 3rd place teams will receive two (2) selections. 
The winning team will receive three (3) selections with one (1) of the players being the MVP of the tournament.  
Each coach is responsible for getting his/her nomination to Kim Crouse (OF Head Coach) as soon as their last match is over so the awards can be presented.  If a coach chooses not to nominate a player from his/her team it will be awarded to the next highest placing team.
